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Before You Install
You may notice some wrinkling in the fabric of your Duster when you first remove it from its shipping container.Don’t
Panic. It is normal for the tonneaus to do this when stored in the shipping container. The wrinkles and indentations will
disappear after 48-72 hours of exposure to sunlight.

Note: You should install your Duster in temperatures of 70° F (21° C) or warmer. The fabric will contract in cooler tem-
peratures, making proper installation difficult.

Note: The original hardware is required for the proper installation of this product.

You are now ready to begin the installation process.

Installation: Getting Started
Make sure that the temperature where you are going to install your Duster is at least 70° F (21° C). If it is cooler than this
outside, we suggest that you install your Duster in a heated garage. Do not try to install your Duster in temperatures less
than 70° F (21° C) because proper installation will not be possible.

Installing the Duster

Note: If you have a top on your vehicle, you will need to remove it and use a phillips
screwdriver to remove the bow assembly.

Step One
Removeorfolddownthebackseat.
Step Two

The adhesive Hook Strip attachestothe Loop portion sewnintothe Dusterand provides aquick
andsecurefastener.

Use a50/50 solution of alcohol and waterto cleanthe locations forthe adhesive Hook Strip (see
Figures 1and4). Be suretoremovealldirt, silicone sealants, wax,and any other substances
whichmightpreventthe adhesive fromstickingtothe paint.

Note: Do not attempt to apply the adhesive hook in temperatures of less than 60° F. The
adhesive backing will fully set within 72 hours of application. You may install the Duster
after about one hour, but you should avoid unnecessary fastening and unfastening of the
cover for 72 hours.

Step Three

Cutthe adhesive hookinto:
2pieces - 6incheslong
1piece-2incheslong
2pieces-10incheslong
4pieces-9incheslong

Do notremove the plastic backing until you are ready to install the hook.
Step Four

The9"x1" Adhesive Hook Strips andthe 10" x 1" Adhesive Hook Strips willbe placed on
the sides ofthe vehicle (see Figure 1). Onceyouhave cleanedthe areawiththe Alcohol/Water
Solution, locate the hook strips betweenthe snaps onboth sides ofthe vehicle. The 10" strips
willbelocated betweenthe two frontscrews and the 9" strips will be placed between the
secondandthird screws, and the third and fourth screws (see Figure 1). Remove the
plasticbackingandinstallthe Adhesive Hook Strips with firm, direct pressuretoinsure
maximumadhesion.

Step Five

Unfold the Dusterand drapeit overthe rearofthe vehicle withthe web straps toward the
frontof thevehicle.

Step Six

Snap the two rear corner snaps on the passenger side of the vehicle, then snap the two
rear corner snaps on the driver’s side. Snap the snaps on both sides of the vehicle,
starting atthe back and alternatingfromsidetoside.

Step Seven

Locate the twoweb straps sewn to the front ofthe cover(see Figure 2). Wrap the straps

aroundthe sportbars and thread themthroughthe buckles (see Figure 2 detail). Web st

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Step Eight

Usetheloop strip sewntotherear ofthe Dusteras aguide to place the two 6 inch pieces and the
one2inchpiece of Adhesive Hook Strip along the rear ofthe vehicle (see Figure 3). The 6inch
pieces willbe placed on each side ofthe Spare Tire Carrierand the 2inch piece will be placed to
the outside ofthe spare tire bumperonthedriver's side. Remove the plasticbacking andinstall the
strips. Usefirm, direct pressure toinsure maximumadhesion.

FastentheLift-A-Dots onthe covertothe studs ontherearofthe vehicle. Fastentheloop stripson
the Dustertothe hookstrips youhaveinstalled aroundthe vehicle. Wrap theflaps aroundthe base ofthe
SportBarsupportsandfastenthe hookandloop stripstoeach other.

Care and Maintenance of your Bestop Duster

Your Duster is made of the finest materials available. To keep it looking new and for the maximum possible wear, it will need periodic cleaning and
maintenance.

Washing: The Duster fabric should be washed often using soap, warm water and a soft bristle brush. Rinse with clear water to remove all traces of
soap.

Water: Seeping through at the seams may be stopped by applying 3-M Scotchgard® on the inside of the seams. Rips in the fabric may be repaired with
Bondex® iron on patches. Iron the patches to the Inside of the top, carefully following the Bondex® instructions.

Snaps: Keep snaps cleaned and lubricated with silicone to help prevent snaps from sticking to the studs. If a snap does become stuck to a stud, use a
screwdriver and GENTLY pry apart to prevent permanent damage to the snap or the top fabric.
